Course Info

Description This course introduces the theoretical framework for analyzing the economic behavior of in-
dividual decision-makers, such as consumers, workers, and �rms. The course will be divided roughly into
3 parts. The �rst will be an introduction to microeconomics, along with a review of supply and demand.
The second part will be a discussion of consumer and �rm behavior in competitive markets, along with an
analysis of these markets. The third part of this course, we will relax some of the assumptions built into our
model of competitive markets and consider cases where these assumptions do not hold.

Prerequisites ECON 2010 AND one of ECON 1088, MATH 1081, MATH 1300, MATH 1310, APPM 1350,
or FNCE 2010 with a minimum grade of C-.

Textbook

Microeconomics with MyLab, 9th Edition, by Pindyck and Rubinfeld, Pearson Publishing, ISBN 9780134153988.
Students are required to have access to MyLab (which includes an eBook) at a minimum and can optionally
choose to purchase a paper text. MyLab is where you will read your textbook and complete some graded
assignments. You will access MyLab through our course website on Canvas.

Homework
assignments will generally be due on Fridays at 11:00 PM. Late submissions and make-ups will not be al-
lowed. I will drop the lowest homework grade at the end of the semester. If you experience any di�culties
(ie myLab is not working) you must notify me before an assignment is due.

Early Modules Each week during the semester, I will post early module assignments on Canvas. These
assignments are Canvas quizzes that are designed to provide a review of math and principles-level material
that will be useful for introducing the material covered in lecture each week. Early module assignments will
generally be due on Mondays at 10:00 AM. Late submissions and make-ups will not be allowed. I will drop
the three-lowest early module grades at the end of the semester. If you experience any di�culties (ie Canvas
is not working) you must notify me before an assignment is due.

Recitation Starting with the 2nd week of classes you will meet weekly with the TA for this course. The
goal of recitation is to ask questions, review concepts, and practice with the material. Your TA will deter-
mine how grades are assigned.

Exams Exam dates are listed above. Midterms will be held during lecture on February 14 and March
20. The �nal will be held on May 2 at 4:30 PM. Midterms will consist of multiple choice and free-response
